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Many of the pro1posa|s to improve %I_oba! governance
require reform of the UN Charter. This discussion has
been taboo for years, but this is no longer the case.

There is a growing movement to reform the UN Charter,
as the drafters of the charter themselves envisioned:
Article 109 called for a charter review conference to
take place 10 years after the UN's creation.

We seek to build a “coalition of the leading” Member
States and others to begin the important conversation
around Charter Reform, including the potential of
invoking Article 109.
